1. This Law may be cited as the Gun Law, 1879.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person except officers and men of
Her Majesty’s Army or Navy, or members of the Cyprus Military
Police when actually on duty to carry a gun unless he is provided
with a Game Licence under the Game and Wild Birds Protection
Law, 1922.

8. Any person guilty of a breach of this Law shall be liable to a
fine not exceeding one pound for every such offence; and it shall be
lawful for the Court by which he is convicted to award any portion
of the fine inflicted, not exceeding one-half, to the person or persons
whose information, in the opinion of the Court, led to the conviction.
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
