OF CYPRUS PRODUCE.

B E it enacted :— 
1. This Law may be cited as the Adulteration of Produce Short title. 

Law, 1930, and shall be read as one with the Adulteration 
of Produce Law, 1926, (hereinafter referred to as the 
Principal Law), and the principal Law and this Law may 
together be cited as the Adulteration of Produce Laws, 
1926 and 1930.

" 6. Any officer acting on behalf of the Director of Law· 

Agriculture or any peace officer may examine any f^nine0 

produce intended or exposed for sale, and if he suspects produce and 
such produce to have been adulterated contrary to the takeBa 

provisions of this Law may take a sample thereof for 
the purpose of further examination and, if necessary, for 
the purpose of submitting the same for analysis: 
Provided tha t if such sample is taken for the purpose 
of submitting the same for analysis, the said officer or 
peace officer shall divide such sample into three portions 
and shall proceed in accordance with the procedure with 
regard to submission for analysis in section 5 (2) hereof 
mentioned."
