A LAW TO AMEND THE INTOXICATING LIQUOR (MANUFACTURE) 24 of 1950. 
LICENSING LAW, 1950.

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor and 
Commander-in-Chief of the Colony of Cyprus as 

follows:— 
1. This Law may be cited as the Intoxicating Liquor Short title. 

(Manufacture) Licensing (Amendment) Law, 1954, and shall 
be read as one with the Intoxicating Liquor (Manufacture) 
Licensing Law, 1950 (hereinafter referred to as " the 24 of 1950. 
principal Law ") , and the principal Law and this Law may 
together be cited as the Intoxicating Liquor (Manufacture) 
Licensing Laws, 1950 and 1954. 
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Amendment 2 . The definition of " proof spirit " in sub­section ( i) 
2fofethen of section 2 of the principal Law is hereby amended by the 
principal deletion therefrom of the comma which occurs immediately 
Law· after the word " thermometer " (line 3).

3. The principal Law is hereby amended by the insertion 
therein, immediately after section n , of the following 
section :— 

H A — ( 1 ) The days and hours during which 
any premises may be open for the manufacture 
of intoxicating liquor or for any other purpose 
shall be such as may be approved by the Com­
ptroller, but so that the ordinary hours of duty 
per week of any Officer performing duty therein 
shall not exceed those prescribed for Customs 
officers under the Customs Law, or any Law 
amending or substituted for the same. 

(2) Overtime work outside such approved days 
and hours may be permitted by the Collector of 
Customs upon written application by the manu­
facturer concerned and payment by him of fees 
at such rates and under such conditions as may be 
prescribed under the Customs Law, or^ any Law 
amending or substituted for the same." 

4. Sub­section (3) of section 17 of the principal Law is 
hereby amended by the substitution for the words " paragraph 
(b) or sub­section (2) " (line 2) of the words " paragraph (b) 
of sub­section (2) ". 

5. Sub­section (1) of section 28 of the principal Law is 
hereby amended by the substitution for the words ­■■ No 
person shall keep or use " (line 1) of the words " No person 
shall have in his possession, keep or use ".
